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Ozet:

Bu calisma, Ege Denizi'nde yer alan tarihsel 6neme sahip Bozcaada’da 2025 yilinda
gerceklestirilen tarimsal siibvansiyon kesintilerinin saraplik {izim tretimi tzerindeki
etkilerini incelemektedir. Arastirmanin amaci, bu kesintilerin kiiciik 6l¢ekli, yerel kimlik ve
kiltiirel mirasla derinden iligkili bagcilik sistemlerinde {iretim kapasitesi, pazar erisimi ve
uzun vadeli siirdiiriilebilirlik tizerindeki sonuglarini degerlendirmektir.

Calismada karma yoéntemli bir yaklasim benimsenmistir. Kuramsal bdliimde
stibvansiyonlarin mikroekonomik temelleri ve refah analizine dayanan modeller
kullanilmis; arz-talep dengesi, arz esnekligi (PES) ve talep esnekligi (PED) kavramlari
aracilifiyla kamu desteginin piyasa iizerindeki etkileri degerlendirilmistir. Ampirik olarak
ise Bozcaada’'da faaliyet gosteren yedi bag sahibinden yapilandirilmis anket yoluyla veri
toplanmis, ayrica saha ziyaretleri sirasinda yapilan yar1 yapilandirilmis goériismeler ile
nitel veriler elde edilmistir. Bu iki yontem bir araya getirilerek iireticilerin artan girdi
maliyetlerine ve azalan kamu destegine nasil tepki verdikleri analiz edilmistir.

Nicel bulgulara gore, 6rneklem genelinde ortalama agirlikli arz esnekligi (PES) degeri
0.588 olarak hesaplanmistir; bu da iireticilerin fiyat veya maliyet degisimlerine karsi
nispeten duyarsiz (inelastik) bir tepki verdigini gostermektedir. Artan maliyetlere
ragmen ¢ogu liretici iretimini siirdirmiis veya yalnizca sinirli 6l¢tide azaltmistir. Bu durum,
kisa vadeli kar yerine aile mirasina ve topraga baglilik temelinde hareket eden bir tiretici
davranisini yansitmaktadir. Katilimcilarin tamami mevcut stibvansiyonlart — 6zellikle yakit
ve giibre gibi girdilere verilen sabit oranl destekleri — adanin gergek iiretim maliyetlerini
karsilamak a¢isindan yetersiz bulmustur.

Nitel analizler Bozcaada bagciliginin yapisal sorunlarini ortaya koymaktadir. Devlet tekeli
TEKEL’in ozellestirilmesi sonrasinda treticiler garantili alicilarini kaybetmis, fiyat
dalgalanmalarina daha acik hale gelmistir. Pazar kisitlari; yiiksek vergilendirme, kati
lisans kosullarn ve diisiik icki tiikketimi gibi ulusal 6lgekteki politik ve dinsel faktorlerle



daha da agirlasmaktadir. Adanin gii¢lii bir turizm potansiyeline sahip olmasina ragmen, bag
turizmine yonelik kamu destekli altyap1 ve tanitim projelerinin yoklugu, yerel katma
degerin gelismesini sinirlandirmaktadir.

Karsilastirmali olarak, calisma Avustralya’daki “Wine Tourism and Cellar Door Grant”
programina atifta bulunur. Bu sistem, tarimsal destegi turizm performansina baglayarak
ciftcilere tesvik saglamaktadir. Yazar, benzer bir performansa dayali siibvansiyon
modelinin Tiirkiye’'de, ozellikle sarap {iretimiyle turizmin i¢ ice gectigi Bozcaada gibi
bélgelerde uygulanabilecegini éne siirmektedir. Ote yandan, Avrupa Birligi’nin IPARD
programi modernizasyon destegi sunsa da, kiiciik Olgekli ada iireticileri bu fonlara
genellikle erisememektedir.

Arastirmanin sinirhliklart  arasinda 6rneklem biiyiikliginiin  kiiciikliigii  (n=7),
katilimcilarin mali verileri paylasma konusundaki isteksizliginden kaynaklanabilecek anket
yanlilig1 ve klasik ekonomik modellerin kiiltiirel olarak gomiilii iiretim sistemlerine sinirl
uygulanabilirligi yer almaktadir. Buna ragmen, calisma tarim politikasi, piyasa davranisi ve
kiiltiirel dayaniklilik arasindaki kesisim noktalarina dair 6nemli i¢goriiler sunmaktadir.

Genel olarak, Bozcaada bagciliginin Kiiltiirel acidan direnc¢li ancak ekonomik olarak
kirilgan oldugu sonucuna varilmistir. 2025 siibvansiyon kesintileri, kisa vadede iiretimi
dramatik bicimde azaltmamis olsa da, uzun siiredir var olan yapisal zayifliklar
derinlestirmistir. Politika 6nerileri arasinda sunlar 6ne ¢ikmaktadir:

1. Uriin ve Kkalite odakh siibvansiyon sistemine gecis,
2. Bagcilik ve turizmi biitiinlestiren politika yaklasimlarinin gelistirilmesi,

3. Kiiciilk ada iireticilerine yonelik 6zel finansal ve altyapisal destek
mekanizmalarinin uygulanmasi.

Bozcaada Ornegi, tarim politikalarinin yalnizca ekonomik verimlilik degil, ayn1 zamanda
kiiltiirel siirdiiriilebilirlik ilkeleriyle de dengelenmesi gerektigini vurgulamaktadir;
boylece hem gecim kaynaklarinin hem de yerel mirasin korunmasi miimkiin olacaktir.



Extended Abstract

This study investigates the implications of the 2025 agricultural subsidy reductions for
wine-grape production in Bozcaada (Tenedos), a historically significant island in the Aegean
Sea. The research aims to evaluate how these cuts have influenced production capacity,
market access, and long-term sustainability in a small-scale viticultural system deeply
rooted in local identity and cultural heritage.

A mixed-methods approach was adopted. The theoretical component draws upon
microeconomic principles of subsidies and welfare analysis, employing models of supply
and demand, and measures of price elasticity of supply (PES) and price elasticity of demand
(PED). Empirically, data were collected through structured surveys with seven vineyard
owners, complemented by qualitative interviews conducted during field visits. This dual
method enabled the assessment of how producers responded to rising input costs and
declining public support following subsidy cuts. Quantitative findings reveal that the
average weighted PES across the sample was 0.588, indicating a relatively inelastic supply
response to changes in production costs.

Despite increased costs, most producers maintained or only marginally reduced their
output. This outcome reflects a broader pattern of cultural persistence over economic
rationality, as many vineyard owners continue production out of family heritage and long-
term attachment to the land rather than short-term profitability. Producers uniformly
described existing subsidies—primarily flat-rate input supports such as fuel and fertilizer
payments—as inadequate for covering true production costs on the island. Qualitative
analysis highlights structural challenges within Bozcaada'’s viticulture sector.

Since the privatization of the state monopoly TEKEL, producers have lost a guaranteed
buyer and now face heightened price volatility. Market constraints are further intensified by
high taxation, restrictive licensing policies, and low domestic wine consumption—factors
rooted in national political and religious attitudes toward alcohol production. Although the
island benefits from a vibrant tourism sector, the lack of state-supported wine tourism
infrastructure (e.g., vineyard routes, accommodation incentives, and branding programs)
restricts the potential for agritourism integration and local value creation.

In comparative perspective, the paper references Australia’s Wine Tourism and Cellar Door
Grant, which successfully links agricultural support with tourism performance. Such
performance-based subsidy models could offer a viable template for Turkey, particularly in
regions like Bozcaada where wine production and tourism are interdependent. Meanwhile,
European Union programs such as IPARD provide modernization support but remain
largely inaccessible to small-scale island producers due to administrative and political
barriers.

The research acknowledges several limitations, including a small sample size (n = 7),
potential survey bias arising from respondents’ reluctance to disclose financial data, and the



limited applicability of classical economic models to culturally embedded agricultural
practices. Nonetheless, the findings offer valuable insight into the intersection of
agricultural policy, market behavior, and cultural resilience. Overall, the study concludes
that Bozcaada’s viticulture demonstrates strong cultural resilience but economic fragility.
The 2025 subsidy reductions have exacerbated long-standing structural vulnerabilities
without significantly reducing output in the short term. Policy recommendations include:

(1) shifting toward output- and quality-based subsidy mechanisms;
(2) promoting integrated viticulture-tourism policies; and
(3) tailoring financial and infrastructural incentives for small island producers.

The Bozcaada case emphasizes that agricultural policy must balance economic efficiency
with cultural sustainability.
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
